General Statement of Hale Parish Council regarding Unauthorised Camping/Encampment 
Hale Parish Council will be vigilant throughout the whole Parish regarding unauthorised camping/encampment.  Should the Council have concerns it will immediately contact the landowner or failing that the Police.
Policy on Unauthorised Camping/Encampment on Hatchet Green

1. Inform the Police (101) and ask them to accompany the Clerk and two Councillors to visit the Green and gain as much information as possible regarding the occupants, their intentions, their health and welfare and the extenuating circumstances which has lead to the occupation.

2.  Ask the Police to provide advice on security.
3. Inform and ask for advice from the Gypsy Liaison Officer Hampshire County Council (Barry Jordan-Davies 01962 847315) and New Forest District Council’s Legal Services Team (Julie Gillespie - Solicitor 02380 285149).

4. Once the site has been visited the Council must decide whether to go to court or allow a number of day’s occupation. 

5. English Nature to be advised of the situation.

6. The Parish Council then applies to the County Court for a vacant Possession Order.  Legal representation will be required - possibly New Forest District Council’s Legal Team.

7. The Court Order is served on the occupants on the predetermined day and if the individuals, unlawfully camped, do not move on their own volition then the Parish Council can seek, on payment of a fee, the assistance of the Court Bailiffs.

8. Under certain circumstances the Police have powers to remove Travellers under Section 61 of the Criminal Justice and Public Order Act if the occupation is of such disturbance.
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
