21.19 MINUTES 
3.1 To consider and resolve to approve the minutes of the Hale Parish Council meeting held on 12

It was proposed by Cllr Mangan, seconded by Cllr Hartas and RESOLVED to approve the minutes. 

3.2 Note matters arising from the minutes not elsewhere on the agenda.       
NALC Award 

To achieve the award HPC is required to undertake parish consultations. Councillors were asked to submit 
suggestions e.g. crime and policing, road safety, verges, to Cllr Hartas.  
An updated list of organisation links has been circulated and will be published on the website. 
Animal accidents  

New Forest District Council is inviting people to sign a petition for average speed cameras to be installed along 
the Roger Penny Way. It was agreed that the link to sign the petition will be sent out in a blog and made available 
on the HPC website. 
Full Fibre Broadband 

There was a very positive response with 129 out of an estimated 202 eligible addresses signing up. Indicative 
costs of the scheme from Openreach should be received in a few weeks time 
Licence Application  

Cllr Mangan attended the hearing for the Grant of Premises Licence (S17) Ref: LICPR/20/0540 at Dutch Barn, 
Woodfalls Cross Farm  on 26

th
 January. The licence was granted.  

It is understood that planning consent to hold events has not been applied for; a planning breach would not exist 
until an event has been held. HPC Chair will liaise with NFNPA in respect of existing permissions for this 
address. 
Local Cycling and Walking Infrastructure Plan – Christina Vickery has accepted the invitation to be 

therepresentative for Hale. HPC noted their thanks to her.  
Tree Application No: CONS/20/0723 Greenlands, Hatchet Green. Cllr Gemmell visited the site and agreed that 

lopping and crowning would be entirely appropriate and therefore recommends the application be supported. 
Neighbourhood Watch  

Monthly meetings between Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator Sharon Barnett and the PCSO are now 
organised. Monthly Beat Surgeries have resumed and will be advertised on the website. There have been a few 
crime related incidents in the village and reports of driving on the Green which has led to a proposal that CCTV 
should be placed in an appropriate location.  
Cllr Lavis reported that improved liaison between the Hale and Woodgreen Neighbourhood Watch group may be 
beneficial. Cllr Hartas will liaise with colleagues in Woodgreen PC and Sharon Barnett to encourage greater 
communication between the two villages. 
Hedgerows, Lodge Drove  

Cllr Heron is awaiting information from Wiltshire CC prior to responding in writing to HPC. 
 

21.20 COVID 19 UPDATE – Update on the current situation and HWSG.  

 
Cllr Mangan reported that the rate of infection is dropping in the wider area and this is reflected in a reduced 
number of admissions to Salisbury District Hospital. It is still essential to stay local and adhere to the 
recommended practice “Hands Face Space”. A new vaccination centre has opened at Salisbury City Hall and the 
vaccination programme is going well. A report from Salisbury District Hospital was blogged and is available on 
the website.

Cllr Mangan opened the meeting to members of the public. 

Claire Westlake, representative from Downton Scouts introduced herself and gave extra supporting information 
for the grant award application that has been submitted. (21.22) 
 
Four parishioners spoke regarding the pop up campsite “Harrys Meadow” which is proposed to run in the 
grounds of Hale Park from July 9

th
 to 30

th
 August with approximately 100 pitches available. Parishioners 

concerns included - 
– The sheer number of people and vehicles this will bring to the village – 400- 500. 
– The increased amount of traffic to the village. 
– Access to the site is on a blind bend 
– Hale road, leading to the site from Woodgreen, is very narrow, bendy, not passable in many places and has 

a road surface in poor condition. This leads to safety concerns for both residents and campers. 
– The noise from the large number of campers 
– Last year many campers spent much time along the river particularly at Cowbridge late at night creating 

disturbance in the form of noise and also to the wildlife 
– The lime avenue is an important feeding site for many bat species which may be disturbed 
– A large number of people from all over the country will be come into the area which increases the risk of a 

Covid 19 outbreak locally. 
 

  
Cllr Heron told the meeting: 
Pop up campsites are allowed under Permitted Development for 56 days (increased from 28 days in 2020) on 
agricultural land. The 56 days begins from the time that any infrastructure is on site. Highways cannot object to 
the siting of permitted development. Any noise nuisance should be reported to Environmental Protection in the 
usual way or the police called regarding any anti-social behaviour.  
There are certain criteria that disallow pop up campsites and the NFNPA are currently investigating whether 
permitted development which increases phosphates in the area is allowed. Permitted development is also 
restricted within the curtilage of a listed building however determining the curtilage in planning often proves 
difficult. NFNPA are involved in the site and Cllr Heron and HPC will keep parishioners informed of any new 
information regarding this development.  
 
 Cllr Mangan closed the meeting to members of the public. 

21.22  GRANT APPLICATION – To consider grant application from Downton Scout Group 
 
Cllr Harrison proposed, Cllr Hartas seconded and it was REVSOLVED to donate £300 to the Scout Group on
